It was good news that
many of the schools in
Zimbabwe were
opened again after
closing down for the
past year.
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: A recent email from
Emmanuel Zihove reports that the school fees have gone up significantly. Where the fee for a term
of three months was once $ 2, it has now gone up to $10, $ 20 and $ 50 depending on the grade.

A The result is that because of the need for food for hundreds of orphans they were unable to pay
school fees for this past term. We are talking with Emmanuel to determine the best way that we can
help with this challenge. It is also the case that many times the fees paid for our children gave them
access to the classroom, but without appropriate books and pens they have been at a disadvantage.
